Rosary Mechanics Studentsin 8th grade will need to 1) Show how to pray the rosary and 2) recite
the prayers of the rosary once. These are all review prayers.

Begin with the Sign of the Cross (on the crucifix)

Then pray the Apostles’ Creed (still on the crucifix)

Followed by the Our Father (large bead)

On the next 3 beads pray 3 - Hail Mary’s (next 3 small beads)

Followed by a Glory Be (next small bead)

The 5 decades each begins with: Announce the Mystery (using the Joyful) pray
1 - Our Father, 10 - Hail Mary’s, 1 - Glory Be and 1 - O My Jesus prayer
<Repeat these steps for each mystery>

e Sacraments are visible signs of invisible realities. Jesus gives us the sacraments to bring
grace into our souls. Sacraments are administered through the Church.
o The greatest way we receive God's grace is through the sacraments

e We go to the sacrament of Reconciliation to tell Jesus we are sorry for our sins
e The steps to make a good confession are:

know my sins (examination of conscience)

be sorry for my sins

make up my mind not to sin again

tell my sins to the priest in confession

do the penance the priest gives me

e Holy Eucharist or Holy Communion, is the greatest of all sacraments because it is
completely Jesus: Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity. When the priest says the prayers of
consecration at Mass, the bread and wine fruly become Jesus (even if they still look like
bread and wine)

e Concupiscence is the tendency humans have to commit sin. We inherited this
tendency as an effect of Original Sin
